Jari Arffman will visit the Copper 
Country and work with Finlandia 
University students from 
September 6 to September 11, 
2008. An exhibit of Arffman’s work 
is featured at the Finlandia 
University Gallery, in the Finnish 
American Heritage Center, 
Hancock, through September 11. 

A closing reception for the artist 
will take place at the Finlandia 
University Gallery Tuesday, 
September 9, 7:00 p.m. to 8:30 
p.m. The reception is free and 
open to the public. Refreshments 
will be served.  

Titled “Counterparts,” the 
exhibition consists of sixty 
traditional black and white 
photographs taken during the past 
seven years of various locations  

�������������$��������������!��������#���' ( ))  
around the world. The exhibit 
contrasts Arffman's small native 
town in eastern Finland with 
metropolitan centers around the 
world. 

“The exhibit is a type of 
homecoming,” Arffman said. “I 
grew tired of documentary 
photography at the end of the 
1990s and wanted to lend more 
room to the imagination. The 
exhibit is made up of three parts: 
St. Pragburg (2002), Utopia 
(2004), and St. Utopia (2006).” 

Arffman uses traditional black-
and-white photography and silver 
gelatin prints. He says that he has 
stayed faithful to his chosen path, 
only using digital cameras a few 
times when other people have 
asked him to take a picture with 
their camera. 

“I have always 
taken traditional 
black-and-white 
pictures,” he says. 
“When the digital 
revolution was at its 
height around half a 
decade ago, I 
considered joining it a 
crime against black-
and-white 
photography and 
tradition. I had 
accumulated a lot of 
know-how on black-
and-white pictures 
which I did not want 
to throw away. Now it 
has become my 
strength.” 

Arffman's work 
continues the 
tradition of street 
photography, where 
the artist wanders the 
city streets looking for 
scenes that speak to 
him. The artist writes 
that the photos create 
a visual dialogue that 

transcends conventional 
preconceptions about 
international-ness and local-ness, 
and gives prominence to a way of 
being not dependent solely on our 
position on the globe.  

Artist Jari Arffman's career 
extends over twenty years. In the 
early 1990s he returned to live in 
Tampere, Finland, where he 
studied international relations at 
the University of Tampere and 
received a masters degree in 
social sciences. As a university 
student, Arffman also worked as a 
photojournalist and a writer. 

Arffman’s photographs have 
been widely exhibited throughout 
Finland and Europe. His work is 
held in numerous collections 
including the Art Collections of the 
State of Finland, the Tampere 
Chamber of Commerce and 
Industry in Finland, and the Art 
Collection of San Bartolome de 
Tirajana in Spain. Arffman also 
runs BusinessART, a company 
that creates corporate images 
through photography. Arffman’s 
work has been featured in 
approximately 70 solo exhibitions, 
about 15 of them outside of 
Finland. 

The “Counterparts” exhibit is 
made possible by grants from the 
Finlandia Foundation, Finn Spark, 
Inc., FRAME - Finnish Fund for Art 
Exchange, the Sami Artist Center, 
and the Arts Council of Pirkanmaa.

July 28, 2008, the Finlandia 
University Athletics Department 
presented Finlandia student-athlete 
Tyler Gordon with a NCAA plaque 
recognizing his achievement of 99 
steals in 25 games, an average of 4.0 
per game, during the 2008 basketball 
season, the highest average of steals 
in the 2008 season by any men’s 
basketball player in NCAA Divisions I, 
II, and III. 

Gordon is heads above the NCAA 
players who follow him in the record 
book. NCAA Division III player Aswad 
Thomas of Elms College, Chicopee, 
Mass., averaged 3.6 steals last 
season, matching Garrett Lever of 
Division II University of Nebraska-
Kearney. Division I player Devin 
Gibson, University of Texas at San 
Antonio, averaged 3.3 steals.

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Josh Paquette 

Three Finlandia University 
alumni have been signed to 
professional ice hockey contracts 
recently, Joe Burcar, Finlandia 
head men’s hockey coach, and the 
Midwest Collegiate Hockey 
Association announced recently. 
Travis Hanson (Bark River, Mich.), 
Josh Paquette (Marquette, Mich.), 
and Ryan Sullivan (Marquette, 
Mich.) have all joined the ranks of 
the pro hockey world. 

Travis Hanson was re-signed by 
the Cincinnati Cyclones, an East 
Coast Hockey League (ECHL) 
team affiliated with the NHL’s 
Nashville Predators and Montreal 
Canadiens. He was originally 
signed after the MCHA tournament 
last season. Hanson helped lead 
the Cyclones to a league 
championship when they defeated 
Las Vegas June 5, 2008. He was 
a team captain at Finlandia for two 
years, recording 58 points 
(25G/33A) in 103 career games.  
 “Travis has worked very hard to  
create this opportunity,” Coach 
Burcar said. “The Cyclones were 
looking for a big, strong player to 
win battles on the wall; they called 
him in last spring and he made an 
immediate impact in helping win 
the ECHL Championship.” 

Josh Paquette has been signed 
by the New Mexico Scorpions, a 
team in the Central Hockey 
League (CHL). He rewrote the 
MCHA record book, setting new 
career marks with 47 goals, 83 
assists, and 130 points. Overall in 
his college career, he tallied 152 
points (51G/101A) in 105 games.  

Paquette was named to the 
MCHA all-conference team on two 
occasions and to the all-newcomer 
team as a freshman. He helped 
lead Finlandia to a Harris Cup 
Championship in 2007 as a junior, 
and to a second-straight title game 
appearance in 2008. 

“Josh is a very gifted player with 
his ability to score in any given 
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situation,” Burcar said. “He has 
been able to score at every level 
he has played. I believe he’ll make 
the transition as a professional 
player very smoothly.” 

Ryan Sullivan joins Paquette on 
the Scorpions roster. The 
Finlandia Lions Team MVP a year 
ago, he was also an all-conference 
performer on the ice, recording 88 
points (50G/38A) in 82 career 
games. The Scorpions are 
officially back on the ice October 6 
for the start of training camp. 

“Ryan is ready for the next level, 
he is very complete in his game,” 
Burcar said. “We used Ryan in 
every position and he excelled. 
The bigger the game, the better 
Ryan is.” 

All three Finlandia players were 
also regulars on the MCHA All-
Academic Team. 
 

 “We will miss all three of these 
players; they have brought so 
much to Finlandia hockey,” Burcar 
said. “We wish them great 
success!”
