“| often ponder just when it was that | became an artist,” Coté writes in her
artist’s statement. “I've always been a maker. | think some of the early
constructions that | made as a kid out of cardboard, glue, and fabric were
really good. | have always been inspired to make things that honor a sense
of place.”

Coté adds that the work she creates today gives her familiar feelings and
pleasure in much the same way that it did when she was a child.

“I am still using the same kinds of materials: cardboard, paper, glue,
fabric, string, and found objects,” she explains. “The only difference is now |
get to hang it on the wall and talk about it. Bear with me as | ruminate over
where life as an artist/maker has taken me.”

Coté has been a studio artist since 1988. She is the executive director of
the Copper Country Community Arts Center, Hancock, and has instructed
art classes widely in the Upper Peninsula. Her teaching experience
includes Finlandia University, the MTU Summer Youth Program, and time
as a visiting artist at Jeffers High School and South Range Elementary
School. She has been active in community projects such as the Main Street
Calumet Design Committee and festival coordinator for the Houghton
Spring Art and Music Festival.
